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HOMEWORK POLICY

In Ligoniel we think homework is important because it helps children realise the importance that parents and teachers place on learning to read, write and count.  It also informs parents that teachers give high priority to literacy and numeracy.  Homework will benefit children who need a little individual help with their work and it enables them to develop self-discipline.  Homework also gives parents the opportunity to become involved in their child’s formal education and it strengthens the partnership between home and school.
Parents are expected to:

· provide a table or flat surface in a quiet area

for your child to do his/her homework.

· show an interest in the homework.

· sign the work and make a comment if necessary.

· ensure homework is completed at a suitable time.

Children are expected to:

· try their best with their homework.

· write neatly and do the work on time.

· look after books and homework materials so

that other children will be able to use them.

Teachers will:

· set work that children are able to achieve.

· mark homework regularly (see Marking Policy).

· explain work where necessary.

· be available to discuss any problems or concerns

a  parent/child may have.

Teachers are expected to ………

· set homework which show differentiation.

· monitor and evaluate homework at regular intervals.

· show awareness of homework practice throughout

the year groups.

· give opportunities to reflect developments within

education, eg. I.C.T.

· keep parents informed of progress at parental

interviews.
